10th - Tibetan Uprising Day
Every year the Tibetan movement marks the Lhasa uprising with massed protests and direct action. 
2009 will mark the 50th anniversary of Tibetan Uprising Day. SFT UK along with  all the other 
Tibet  Support  Groups will  be  marking  this  occasion  throughout  the  country.  You can travel  to 
London, or even better mark this day with an action in your own area.

April
25th - Panchen Lama's Birthday
The Panchen Lama will be 21 years old on this day. His whereabouts remain unknown and his 
Beijing-appointed replacement remains in power.

June
4th- Tiananmen Massacre Commemoration Day
Every year people gather everywhere to remember the victims of the Tiananmen massacre carried 
out by the Chinese Communist Party. Tiananmen Square  protests of 1989 led mainly by students 
and intellectuals in and near Tiananmen Square in Beijing culminated in the deaths of hundreds of 
civilian protesters.

July
1st -SFT  UK Environment Day
From this year on, SFT UK will hold 1st July as the Tibet Environment Day where we will highlight 
the plight of  Tibet's Environment and it's wider impact to the rest of  Asia and to the entire world.
